On Wednesday, March 18th, Mr. W.H.E. Rivett, F.C.S., F.L.S., P.A.I.W.E., 
the Secretary of the Dorking and District Naturalists’ Society, will 
talk on "Geology and Evidence of Early Reptiles in the Dorking Area".
