W ith  so m any calls upon our resources in these 

days of w arfare, it is very gratify ing  to record 
th a t once again the Social Service B ureau  in 
collaboration w ith the Bookham  U nited  C harities 
Mrs. H . Allen, and other subscribers, were 
enabled to continue the C hristm as gifts to  those 
whose situation m ight have been one of forlorn 
hope. P ractica l evidence has proved tim e afte r 
tim e th a t the in terest of the B ookham  residents 
is still the concern of the B ureau  and other 
organisations w orking in close harm ony, for the 
benefit of those w’hose need it is. W e cannot 
help reiterating  th a t w hatever services have been 
rendered, have only been m ade possible by the 
cooperation of our local traders and your support 
of them , th a t the continuance of the Social 
Service B ureau can be assured.

Since the outbreak of war, paper has been on 
the controlled list, and is now a rationed com ­
modity. As m ight have been observed, the 
am ount of space available for topical m atte r in 
the Bulletin  has had to be reduced. As a m edium  
to m eet the requirem ents for the purposes of 
assisting needy cases, and to give our T raders 
m axim um  facilities for advertising , th is  small 
sacrifice has had to be made. T he object of the 
foregoing .is to draw  atten tion  to the column 
‘L e t’s see w h a t’s on ,” which enables our readers 

to ascertain  w hat is happening in our Village, 
and th is column is now a recognised feature.

U nfortunately , it m ay be owing to w ar-tim e 
activities, there has been little  or no in terest 
taken by local secretaries to inform  the E d ito r of 
alterations under th is heading, and an appeal is

Yet another regulation affecting the com m u­
nity during the period of hostilities is the P rices 
of Goods Act, 1939. No. 1 O rder fixed prices 
for certain  com modities, and deals exclusively

w ith m axim um  prices of clothing, piece goods, 
household goods, household textiles, dom estic 
ironm ongery, dom estic tu rnery , tab le cutlery, 
dom estic glassw are and po ttery , k n itting  yarn , 
etc. If  in doubt about w hat you have to pay, 
consult the C itizens A dvice B ureau.

I t  is fitting  th a t the B ritish  L egion and the 
C itizens A dvice B ureau  be in association, not 
only to m eet the requirem ents and needs of the 
ex-service m an, but also to  advise and assist 
those m en now serving in H .M . F orces. M any 
difficulties have been experienced regarding the 
allow ances for fam ilies and dependents of m en 
now  serving, and the B ritish  L egion have under­
taken the responsibility  to  help such cases w here 
the need arises. T h e  B ranch  S ecretary  has a 
full and com plete know ledge of fam ilies and 
dependents allow ances, ra tes of arm y  pay, w ar 
pensions and num erous m a tte rs  relevant to the 
presen t hostilities. T h e  address of the local 
B ranch  of the B ritish  L egion can be found under 
the heading of L ocal O rganisations.

the question of R en ts since the ou tbreak  of war, 
th a t the following inform ation is published to 
indicate the position of L and lo rd  and T en an t.

As a  resu lt of new  legislation passed a t the 
beginning of the w ar, houses w hich w ere con­
trolled on Septem ber 2nd, 1939,rem ain  controlled, 
while all o ther dw elling houses, w ith certain  
exceptions, now com e under control. T h e  excep­
tions are : first, certain  houses owned by L ocal 
A uthorities and bu ilt before 1914 ; and secondly, 
houses having a rateab le value (a) in London on 
6th A pril, 1939, over ^ 1 0 0 ;  (b) in the rest of 
E ng land  and W ales on 1st A pril, 1939, of over 
£ 1 5  ; and (c) in Scotland on the 1st A pril, 1939, 
of over £ 90.

T h e  effect of control is th a t a landlord m ust 
not increase the ren t except on one of the th ree 
following grounds : first, w here the ren t includes 
ra tes and the local rates are increased above the 
level of those in force in the period w hich included 
Septem ber 1st, 1939, the landlord m ay add to 
the ren t the am ount of this ra te  increase. 
Secondly, if s truc tu ra l a ltera tions or im prove­
m ents are carried out by the landlord, he m ay 
increase the ren t by 8 per cent, of the am ount

s p e n t; he is not entitled to make th is increase 
for ordinary decorations and repairs. Third ly , 
where the tenant has sub-let, the landlord m ay 
increase the rent by 5 per cent, of the nett ren t of 
the sub-letting.

Before any increase of rent can be legally 
enforced the landlord m ust serve on the tenan t 
a  notice in w riting in the proper form, explaining 
how the increase is made up.

A controlled tenant who has been over-charged 
can get back from  his landlord the am ount of 
any over paym ent of ren t made by him  during 
the previous two years. H e may take proceed­
ings in the County C ourt to recover the excess 
rent paid by him, or he may w ithhold his ren t 
until he has repaid himself.

A nother effect of control is th a t a landlord 
cannot evict a tenan t except by order of the 
Court. T o obtain such an order the landlord 
m ust first serve the tenan t w ith a  w riten N otice 
to Q uit and then prove to the C ourt th a t he is 
entitled to possession for one of certain  specific 
reasons, such as tha t the tenan t is in arrea rs w ith 
his rent or is a  nuisance or annoyance to  other 
tenants of the house or the neighbours.

A profit m ay not be made out of furnished 
lodging's higher than  m ight reasonably have been 
expected from a sim ilar le tting  in the year ending 
1st Septem ber, 1939.

E very  tenant of a  controlled house whose rent 
is payable weekly is entitled to have a proper 
rent book, which m ust contain the nam es and 
addresses of the landlord and his agent, the 
standard ren t and other inform ation. T h e  land ­
lord is liable to a fine if he fails to  provide a 
proper rent book and also if he know ingly m ade 
false entries in it as to rent, arrears, etc.

H ave Patience
W hen w ar was declared last Septem ber, the 

G overnm ent put into force its various schem es 
for home defence, am ongst which, wrere the 
evacuation of children from  the tow ns to rural 
d istricts, the provision of canteens for the 
evacuees, and other A .R .P . regulations.

G enerally speaking these were all novel to the 
m ajority  of us, and consequently it w as only 
natural tha t criticism s would be m ade as to the 
m anner in which these orders w ere being carried 
out. W hilst it is only fair to the critics” to say 
th a t their ideas were m oderate, yet some of them  
stressed the im portance of their suggestions 
being carried out im m ediately, apparen tly  over-

ST. DUNSTAN’S
A  W A R  H O S P IT A L  O N  T H E  D O W N S

VICTORY OVER BLINDNESS

FROM OUR SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT

St. D unstan’s, known throughout the 
world for its care of those who were 
blinded in the G reat W ar, will fulfil the 
same mission of mercy in the w ar to-day. 
“ Victory over Blindness ” was the motto 
of Sir A rthur Pearson, the founder of St. 
D unstan’s, who had himself become blind, 
and it has remained always a guiding prin­
ciple in the great w ork of this fam ous 
institution.

The convalescent home of St. D unstan’s, 
which stands on the downs near Brighton, 
has been converted into a w ar hospital for 
the treatm ent of men and women of the 
Navy, Army, and Air Force, and members 
of the regular Fire Brigades and Police 
forces who may be blinded during their 
active service. Serious eye cases and 
other incidental wounds will be dealt with 
at the war hospital as an integral part of 
the organization of St. D unstan’s, and the 
authorities concerned will concentrate the 
cases there as soon as practicable.

These arrangements were decided on 
before the outbreak of war at a series of 
conferences between St. D unstan’s and 
representatives of the fighting services, the 
Ministry of Pensions, and the M inistry of 
Health. The war hospital is capable of 
taking 200 patients. It contains a small, 
but perfectly equipped, operating-theatre 
block, with the most up-to-date ophthal­
mic theatre and general theatre. This 
theatre block, together with the incidental 
expenses of the conversion, at a total cost 
of £7,000, was the generous gift of Lord 
Nuffield. Surgeons and sisters from  M oor- 
fields, the famous London eye hospital, 
are in residence. A  tem porary theatre is 
ready, and the war hospital is fully staffed 
with orderlies and auxiliary nursing 
personnel.

N EW  OCCU PATION S
A statem ent issued on behalf o f the execu­

tive council o f St. D unstan’s by Lady (Arthur)

Pearson (president), C aptain Sir Ian  Fraser 
(chairman), and M r. Edwin Fisher (hon. 
treasurer) points o u t th a t plans are in hand 
to extend the hospital as need arises, and to 
enlarge the present school so th a t all the 
young blinded men may learn to  read  with 
their fingers, to typewrite, to look after them ­
selves and walk alone, to learn as little 
children do the first lessons o f  life.

“  The blinded m en of the G reat W ar,” adds 
the  statem ent, “ will hold out a helping hand 
to the young fellows who will join their ranks, 
and where possible will take an active pa rt as 
lecturers and teachers. There will be w ork­
shops and lecture-room s where trades, handi­
crafts and professions will be taught. Some 
occupations fo r the blind are ou t o f date and 
new ones will have to be found. The new 
St. D unstan’s may be different in m any details 
from  its fam iliar prototype o f a quarter o f  a 
century ago, bu t the spirit will be the same 
and ‘ Victory over Blindness ’ will be the 
w atchword.”

St. D unstan’s rem ains, o f course, a  volun­
tary  agency, relying for support on the good 
will and generosity o f the British people. A 
w ar fund will be created to help in the exten­
sion of its w ork now called for.

St. D unstan’s brings to  its new war work 
tradition  and experience. I t  will again help 
young people by healing their wounds, m end­
ing their hurt bu t unbroken spirits, and 
showing them  the way to a new life o f useful­
ness and happiness. The G overnm ent will 
provide pensions fo r those blinded in the war, 
and St. D unstan’s will help them  to re-create 
their lives. This was the achievement of St. 
D unstan’s in the G reat W ar and in the years 
th a t followed.

O f the 2,750 who were then treated a t St. 
D unstan’s, nearly 2,000 still survive, and their 
average age is still under 50. They learned to 
lead, so fa r as possible, norm al and useful 
liv es; they followed and still follow, with St. 
D unstan’s constant help, m any professions and 
occupations. The m ajority m arried after they 
were blinded, fo r they were young m en—m any 
of them  m ere boys in  1914. Practically all are 
contented, even happy.

The head office of St. D unstan’s will remain 
a t R egent’s P ark  for adm inistrative purposes 
during the war, but the blinded m en have been 
transferred to Brighton.

St. Dunstan’s

On another page there is an article on 
the plans of St. D unstan’s for those men 
and women who may be blinded on active 
service in the present war. This work, like 
that during the last W ar, must be sup­
ported by voluntary contributions, and 
the appeal for help is one that scarcely 
needs pressing. Of all the memories of 
the last W ar, that of St. D unstan’s is, to 
those who were privileged to watch or to 
share in the work, am ong the most cheer­
ful, because the men themselves made it 
so. The note was set by the founder, S ir  

A r t h u r  P e a r s o n , himself a m an blinded 
(though not in warfare) after having his 
sight till near middle age, and using it to the 
full in many interests and occupations. He 
lacked some of the gifts which certain of 
his war-blinded friends developed. He 
used, for instance, to deplore his lack of 
the “ sense of obstacle,” which enables 
some blind men to pick their way through 
a strange room  without unwittingly touch­
ing a single piece of furniture. But the 
spirit which impelled this lover of horses 
to go on taking riding tours in his blind­
ness was the spirit w ith which he animated 
all the men of St. D unstan’s. There was 
no grousing. A  mishap—a  cropper, for

instance, down the long flight of garden 
steps at the back of St. D unstan’s Lodge, 
the beautiful Decimus Burton house in 
the Regent’s Park from  which the society 
took its nam e—was not a m isfortune; 
it was a joke, which all hearers and the 
sufferer himself hailed with encouraging 
laughter.

This was the spirit in which the St. D un­
stan’s men learned first to potter in the 
house and garden; then, under the care 
of kind friends, to take walks round the 
Inner C irc le ; and so on to sports and 
activities in which “ sighted ” people 
marvelled to see them  engaged. M ean­
while they were being trained as short- 
hand-typists, as masseurs, as poultry 
keepers (at least one St. D unstan’s man 
became a crack judge at poultry shows), 
and in m any other ways of maintaining 
their independence and being useful to 
society. As it was at St. D unstan’s in the 
last W ar, so it will be in th is ; and as the 
public tried to pay their debt to the blinded 
in the last W ar, so they will try in this. 
A nd as they pray that the debt may be 
but a  thousandth part o f what it was 
then, their motive will not be lack of the 
will to pay.
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Have Patience— Continued 
looking the fact tha t the G overnm ent R egulations 
took a considerable tim e to form ulate previous 
to the outbreak of war, and consequently the 
modifications suggested subsequently  would have 
to be considered carefully before they could, if 
necessary, be put into operation. I t  is fairly 
certain if the w ar in the first place had taken the 
course anticipated by the G overnm ent, a good 
m any of the critics would have been silent, and 
surely it cannot be safely alleged th a t the 
G overnm ent is to blam e because its original 
anticipations have not been realised. T h is  more 
especially applies to the evacuation  of the children 
seeing th a t so m any have returned home. Som e­
thing has been done and fu rther steps are still 
under consideration.

N ow  as regards local activ ities let us consider 
how we stand :—

Payment o f A .R.P. Workers.— In  view of the 
G overnm ent’s recent pronouncem ents on this 
m atter the Local A uthorities have th is subject 
well in hand, and w hilst it is alw ays dangerous 
to prophesy, yet action will be taken, if it has 
not already been done by the tim e th is appears 
in print.

Social L ife .— By the taking over of our halls 
for A .R .P . w orkers and evacuated  children, the 
Leatherhead U rban  D istric t Council, when it 
was brought to the ir notice, realised th a t social 
life in G reat Bookham  was practically  ended, 
and im m ediately agreed th a t the Old B arn  H all,

• if suitable, should be used to keep th is alive.
Canteens.— H ere again the C anteen Com m ittee 

has under consideration the various points su b ­
m itted, but it m ust always be understood th a t 
until its recom m endations have been confirmed 
by the Council nothing can be done.

Street L ighting .— As far as B ookham  is con­
cerned, the absence of th is should actually  have 
little or no effect, for it is only about tw o years 
ago th a t street lighting was installed and 
residents then were by no m eans unanim ous as 
to the necessity for it.

T he w riter does not contend th a t everything 
is all right w ith the w ar tim e regulations, but 
wishes to draw  atten tion  to the fact th a t m odifi­
cations cannot be effected im m ediately they are 
voiced.

F inally  this article is not addressed to those 
who have relatives and friends on active service 
at the various fronts, as they possess patience to 
a  m arked degree, but to critics who are possibly 
more fortunately placed.

K eep Calm J
If  anyone tells you th a t a  new  poison gas has 

been discovered th a t will pass w ithout hindrance 
th rough the m odern gas-m ask, you can be certa in  
th a t he is wrong. T here  is no such chem ical 
now, and there never will be. T h e  active ch a r­
coal in the can ister of your gas-m ask  has the 
property  of instan tly  absorbing the m olecules of 
m any heavy vapours regardless of its chem ical 
com position, and will absorb  and hold back the 
m olecules of ligh ter vapours, such as chlorine 
and phosgene, for a  lim ited period. T h e  filter 
has the property  of blocking the particles of any 
smoke, even if these particles are so sm all as to 
be ultra-m icroscopic. I t  is true  th a t there are 
one or tw o light vapours of a toxic charac ter—  
notably  carbon m onoxide— w hich would cause a 
fa ta lity  in a  confined space such as a  closed 
garage w hen the engine of a  car is carelessly left 
running, th a t will pass th rough an  ordinary  g as­
m ask unchanged, bu t all such substances are 
known, and none of them  are p racticab le for use 
in chem ical w arfare. You m ay also rest assured 
th a t such yarns we som etim es hear about the 
dew of dea th ,” “death  ray s” and th e  like only 
exist in the distorted  im aginations of sensational 
w riters of fiction.

T h e  safest place during an air raid is your own 
home. S tay  in it— there is no b e tte r place. If 
you are out-of-doors in the im m ediate vicinity  of 
a  shelter w hen a  raid  w arning is sounded, take 
advantage of its protection, bu t do not leave your 
home w ithout cause to  sprin t for a  shelter if an 
a ttack  has sta rted  ; the g rea test security  in a raid  
in general, lies in dispersal. A nother and m ost 
im portan t reason for staying a t home is th a t it 
gives you an opportunity  to assist in reducing 
fire danger as a resu lt of incendiary bombs.

Be prepared, then, so th a t if the poison gas 
danger ever does becom e real, you m ay be p ro ­
tected  aga inst danger. M ake your hom e reason­
ably gas proof, keep off the stree ts  w hen danger 
is im m inent, and do not panic.

Problem s o f Evacuation

In  the issue of the Bookhams Bulletin  for 
D ecem ber reference w as made to Evacuation, 
not of its problem s but in praise of the transfer­
ence from  an evacuation area  to the local recep­
tion area. Since then there has been a steady 
flow back to the vulnerable areas, and the follow­
ing le tte r from  C om m ander S tephen K ing-H all 
m ay be of in te re s t:—■

T he problem s of evacuation are necessarily 
linked up w ith the duration  of the war. My own 
view  is th a t the strange w ar will either come to 
an end in 1940 or continue for a very long time, 
and it is evident we m ust plan at present for the 
la tte r  contingency. U nless the N azis indulge 
in indiscrim inate bom bing it seems very likely 
th a t the evacuation schem e will gradually d is­
appear, H .M . G overm ent are carrying on with 
the schem e to evacuate Civil S ervants and 
therefore we m ust assum e tha t w ith all the 
inform ation a t the ir disposal they consider large 
scale indiscrim inate air a ttack  to be an act of 
w ar against which we m ust be prepared. Indeed, 
w ere it otherw ise, there would be no justification 
for the m aintenance of the “ b la ck -o u t” and the 
A .R .P . O rgan isa tion .' M oreover, although I do 
not believe th a t m ass air a ttacks can produce 
decisive results, the m atte r has yet to be put to 
the test in densely populated areas. Finally, 
such a ttack s may well take place as a last a ttem pt 
by a hard  pressed enem y to escape defeat. I t  is 
w orth rem em bering th a t in N ovem ber, 1918, the 
Officers of the G erm an N avy tried to take the 
H igh  Seas F lee t to sea for a suicide battle. In  
these circum stances I suggest th a t the whole 
evacuation scheme needs th inking out afresh 
and th a t the evacuated  children should be con­
cen trated  in School Cam ps. T h is m eans in 
effect the establishm ent of N ational Boarding 
Schools w here the children w7ould be educated 
and m aintained for the duration of the war. I t 
m ust, how ever, be recognised th a t to establish 
such C am ps on the scale required would be a 
form idable undertaking. I t has been established 
th a t it would cost £"100,000,000 to build Cam ps 
to accom m odate 1,500,000 persons and there 
would be considerable difficulty in obtaining the 
m aterial. N evertheless, such a project even if 
it took 18 m onths to com plete, would produce 
a perm anent asset w ith m any peace tim e values 
and uses which I need not catalogue in this letter.
